Distance Measuring Devices for Dummies  
 

Are such devices legal in competitions? As with so many 

things to do with the R&A the answer is YES and NO.  

 

The R&A Rules of Golf state in Rule 14.3 (a) that they may not be used, 

so NO, except that the Note to the rule states òThe Committee (in Spain 

normally the Course Management or in the GINS case the Committee as 

well) may make a Local Rule allowing players to use devices that 

measure or gauge distance onlyó. As the Gins Committee has some time 

ago approved their use the answer for us is YES, they can be used in 

Competitions.  

 

The R&A are very specific about the scope of Distance Measuring 

Devices (DMD). No DMD that is used in a competition can be able to 

calculate slopes on the course, nor the wind 

speed/direction and other weather factors nor 

recommends a particular club to be used or type 

of shot to be taken is allowable. If any device is 

capable of the above it is not permitted to be 

used, even if that capability is switched off for 

the stipulated round.  

 

DMDõs come in 3 categories. Global Positioning 

System (GPS), Optical, and Laser devices.  

GPSõs come in two varieties, dedicated units and 

as Apps on Smartphones. In general dedicated 

Golf GPS units such as Sky Caddie, GolfLogix, 

Garmin and Golf Buddy do not provide the òillegaló information above 

so are permitted devices. Smartphones such as 

iPhones, Samsung Galaxy etc generally 

have  the capability to access the 

information so users must ensure that 

the relevant Apps are removed  from 

their device before a competition 

round to allow them to be permitted 

devices. Optical devices such as 

Bushnell and Nikon rangefinders 

and laser devices such as Bushnell, 

LaserCaddy and Nikon often have 

two versions, òSlopeó which may not be used in 

competition and òTournamentó which may be. 

 

Although there is much discussion about the use of 

DMDõs around the Club Houses of the world the R&A 

have ruled that they may be used in all levels of 

competition from amateur through to professional 

subject to all I have written above. In reality of course 

the top level professionals have a caddy who, from days of pacing each 

competition course, have all the distances written down to help their 

player. (I understand that these guys now use DMDõs to help them when 

pacing the course!). There are many players on the lower echelon of 

professional competitions who still carry their own bag and many of 

these players do use DMDõs and in particular GPS devices hoping it will 

help them to aspire to the day when they can afford a caddie with the 

wealth of information they will be able to give to them!  

Give one a try, you may surprise yourself and really like it! And of 

course it could speed up your game as well, no bad thing on a  

GINõS day!
