                                  As this is my final letter as   
                                  Captain, I am sad to hear  
                                  recently of a couple of                         
                                  alleged incidents of players  
                                  not playing by the rules.  
                                  Both incidents were bought  
                                to my attention well after the 
event, so I must stress that if you see anything 
amiss with play or scoring, even though you are 
not the marker, it is your responsibility to bring it 
to the attention of the marker during the round. 
Failure to do so, could put in breach of rule 1-3 
Agreement to waive rules: Players must not agree 
to exclude the operation any rule or to waive any pen-
alty  incurred.   The penalty for this breach is dis-
qualification of competitors concerned. Also the 
principle onus is on the marker to ensure the 
score is correct you must watch and count each 
shot & verify it with the player before the next 
tee & if you are not the marker & you disagree 
with the claimed score you must bring it to the 
attention of the marker. I am sorry to leave you 
on this note, because the general standard in 
GINS is excellent.
