How often is it said that 
the present or future is 
best planned on our 
ability to understand 
history. As GINS moves 
into a new era, and we 
are all experiencing 
changes within GINS, I 

believe we must look to the historical 
foundations upon which GINS was formed 
to better equip the society for the future. 
It is the responsibility of the committee to 
look forward, and, given the present 
climate relating to the global economy, I 
feel we must look at our membership 
criteria. Whilst it was probably not 
possible to predict the ‘credit crunch’, it 
does now seem that closing of the 
membership list, and the hike in the 
joining fee, has resulted in a declining 
membership. I would like to stimulate 
conversation amongst all members over 
the next few months regarding this 
matter. We are now in a market of falling 
prices for golf, and GINS is now 
competing for new members against a 
whole host of new societies, many of 
which sprung up due to the GINS shutting 
its doors. The annual renewal fee is fine 
as it stands, but, we need to look at the 
joining fee issue, as it is clearly out of 
sync with the alternative options today. In 
addition, it is no longer possible to convert 
Euro to Pounds in order to justify a ‘true’ 
cost, at least not with the impact it had in 
the past. To retain our bargaining power 
we must retain strong membership 
numbers, therefore a serious look at that 
fee is essential. 
Roy has submitted his own item, see 
right, so it is only left to me to say that, 
from talking to him and on my two visits 
since he assumed the Baviera position, we 
have a very good replacement for Jim and 
I wish him every success. 
The Winter Break is up and running and 
there is a following article on that on 
page 2, so again just read on. 
The diary for 2009 is now the most 
pressing point to hand, with casualties to 
some of last years subscribers which need 
to be replaced. If anybody has, or knows,
