GINS “No Show” Rule  
At the AGM in February 2004 a motion 
was passed that if any member withdraws 
from a competition after publication of 
the draw without a very good reason they 
will not be eligible to play in the next 
game; any member who simply fails to 
turn up will be banned for one month. 
At the AGM in March 2007 a motion 
was passed to increase the ban on 
members who withdraw from the 
competition, after publication of the draw 
and without good reason, to two weeks.

Severiano Ballesteros died in the 
early hours of 
May 7th 
2011.   
Ballesteros, 54, one 
of the greatest 
golfers to have 
played the game, 
passed away at his 
home in northern 
Spain after a long 
battle against brain 
cancer. Ballesteros 
grew up the son of 
a farm labourer and 
learned the game using only one club, a 3-iron, 
on the beaches of Santander. He turned pro in 
1974 and two years later 
was runner-up at The Open 
Championship in Birkdale 
aged 19. He won his first 
major, The Open at Royal 
Lytham, in 1979 and the 
following year became the 
first European to win the 
Masters. The 54-year-old, 
who was instrumental in growing golf’s 
popularity due to his unique and engaging 
mixture of incredible shot making and a natural 
warmth and personality. Ballesteros will be 
remembered by many for his successful Ryder 
Cup career, as both player and captain – 
playing in eight editions of the tournament and 
winning 20 points from 37 matches before 
guiding Europe to victory over the United States 
as a non-playing captain at Valderrama in 
1997. But it was his daring and flamboyant style 
that made Ballesteros one of the best-loved 
sportsmen of the time. He transformed the 
image of golf and brought a whole new 
audience to the sport.
