18 holes – par 72 
championship course. Opened in 2004. 
This course was the venue for the 2005 
Mediterranean Games. The course is 
easy to walk, no hills to climb, gentle 
undulating terrain with the challenge of 
some water on the front 9.  There are 
plenty of buggies for those players who 
need them (€24). Facilities for storing 
bags and trolleys will be made available 
but some may have to charge golf 
batteries at the hotel.    
 
The Hotel & Spa CaboGata Plaza Suites  
The hotel, only 4 years old, overlooks 
the golf course and the sea. It is not on 
the first hole but only about 2 kms away 
– a 5 minute drive!    
 
We have reserved suites which consist of 
sitting room, bedroom, bathroom and a 
very nice terrace. Single rooms are also 
available. The hotel has an indoor pool 
and Jacuzzi’s. Brochures on the hotel 
available on request. The hotel also 
offers entertainment every evening.

For those who are not aware of what an 
eclectic is, it is the best score achieved on each 
hole (stableford points) over a specified 
number of rounds. 
Entry fee will be €1.00 per person. In addition, 
each card, after the basis card, that is 
submitted to update the eclectic score will cost 
€0.50. All monies collected will be added to the 
prize fund. 
Regardless of format, all scores will be 
converted to stableford points using your 
current handicap at the time of playing each 
round. 
The medal / stableford scores on the 6th of 
October will be used as the basis score. If you 
cannot play on that date, the first card 
submitted after that date will be the basis card. 
Cards may be used to update the eclectic score 
from any individual competition after that date.  
A maximum of 8 cards may be submitted, 
including the 6th October card, to arrive at the 
final eclectic score.
